The only really interesting butterfly we found was the Alenia sandaster.  They 
have been recorded from the park previously by other collectors, but the locality is 
situated between the known ranges for Alenia namaqua in Namaqualand, and 
Alenia sandaster in the central Northern Cape and Eastern Cape.  Further studies 
will have to be done to show what these specimens really are.
